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Comments from Legislators:

Second Vice Chair Harriet D. Cornell

Our great Hudson River has long held a place in the hearts of almost anyone who has ever lived near its
shores, so it's no wonder The People continue to fight for it, seemingly on a constant basis.

In the 1960’s and 1970’s, when the waterway was so contaminated, there were stories of places that could
have been lit on fire by a single match, a growing concern about the state of the overall planet led to local
action. Decades of regulations thanks to grassroots efforts and the work of scientists, conservationists,
committed leaders and everyday people have resulted in significant improvements.

So, it's bewildering to say the least that a company would now intend to release highly contaminated water
from the shuttered Indian Point nuclear power plant into the beloved Hudson River.

It's even more surprising that the company would think The People would stand by and allow it.

In recent years, other inappropriate uses of the river were also suggested — and defeated by The People:

e GFE’s efforts to walk away from cleaning up the PCBs it dumped into the waterway. According to
the EPA, PCBs have been demonstrated to cause cancer, as well as a variety of other adverse
health effects on the immune, reproductive, nervous and endocrine systems.

e United Water's plan to tap the river and use it for a drinking water supply, despite the many
pollutants in the river.

e A Coast Guard to allow barges filled with Bakken crude oil to park in large offshore anchorages
outside local riverfronts.

e The shut down of Indian Point itself, an effort | was involved in as chair of the Rockland Citizens’
Committee To Close Indian Point.

The People said no to each of these plans and were successful in their efforts.

A little more than three years ago, in February of 2020, I, along with Legislators Alden Wolfe, Aney Paul,
Jay Hood, Phil Soskin, Michael Grant, Itamar Yeger, Toney L. Earl, and Aron Wieder wrote to the Nuclear
Regulatory Commission asking it to reject the pending sale of the Indian Point Power Plant, citing a lack of
experience by the would-be buyer, as well as inadequate funding to insure completion of the job.

A nuclear power plant’'s by-products present very serious clean-up challenges and extreme care must be
used in developing a proper decommissioning plan, as well as a rehabilitation plan for the future use of the
site. We did not wage a grassroots war against this dangerous plant to skimp on the details of its proper
closure, a job that includes the proper disposal and/or storage of contaminated water.

To date, there has been no specific reporting of the radionuclide contents of this water, which is heavily
contaminated from the storage of the nuclear fuel waste. Pre-release filtration to remove these isotopes
has been presented as a solution to reduce the content of these carcinogenic contaminants to a level “as
low as reasonably achievable.”

However, the National Academy of Science has indicated that there is NO verifiable safe level of these
isotopes when they are ingested or inhaled and that such pre-release treatment would not remove tritium,
which is also carcinogenic, from the water.

Any contaminants in the Hudson present the risk of entering the food chain. It is worth noting that there are
community members who depend on fish from the river as a food source, and in addition, there are seven
communities upriver who source their drinking water from the Hudson, an estuary that flows from south to
north as well as from north to south. The river also serves as a source of recreational activities and
represents an economic resource that will be endangered by this reckless action.

WHEREAS, the company decommissioning the Indian Point nuclear power plant has announced
its intention to release water from onsite radioactive fuel waste pools into the Hudson River; and

WHEREAS, to date there has been no specific reporting of the radionuclide contents of this water
which is heavily contaminated from the storage of the nuclear fuel waste; and

WHEREAS, pre-release filtration to remove these isotopes has been presented as a solution to
reduce the content of these carcinogenic contaminants to a level “as low as reasonably achievable;” and

WHEREAS, the river also serves as a source of recreational activities and represents an economic
resource that will be endangered by this reckless action; and

WHEREAS, New York Senate bill S.5181 has been introduced, an act to amend the Environmental
Conservation Law to prohibit the discharge of any radiological agent into the waters of the State and
meeting violations with fines of $25,000 per day, $50,000 per day for a second violation, and $150,000 per
day per violation thereafter; and

(“Legislature”) authorized financing for the cost of the replacement of the West Washington Avenue Bridge
over the Pascack Brook in the Town of Orangetown (“Town”) under Capital Project No. 3311 (“Project”)
with the issuance of $7,008,000 bond and authorized $6,657,600 to be reimbursed from the United States
of America and/or the State of New York to be expended towards the cost of said object or purpose or
redemption of the County’s obligations issued or budgeted as an offset to the taxes for the payment of the
principal of and interest of bond; and

WHEREAS, The State of New York’'s FY2024 State Budget proposal would end the Affordable
Care Act (ACA) enhanced Federal Medical Assistance Percentage (eFMAP) federal pass-thru to counties
and New York City; and

WHEREAS, The State is proposing to keep all of these federal savings going forward and use them
to cover further expansions of Medicaid eligibility and benefits and to increase payments to health care
providers; and

WHEREAS, The elimination of this ACA eFMAP federal pass-thru will require the 57 counties to
spend at least $280 million more in the State of New York’s FY 2024, and approximately $1 billion when
New York City is included; and

WHEREAS, The State of New York’s FY2024 costs to counties and New York City are scheduled
to grow by 30 percent by 2027; and

WHEREAS, It is the strong view of the County Executive and the Legislature of the County of
Rockland that the Congress of the United States of America intended these federal savings to be shared
with counties proportional to the amount they contributed toward the nonfederal Medicaid match; and

WHEREAS, The contribution due to the County of Rockland in 2023 would be approximately
$8,734,377; if it were not diverted to State use; and

WHEREAS, Since 2003, the state has shared in the funds proportionally; and

WHEREAS, Enacted in 2011, the Medicaid statutory cap for all 62 counties is $7.6 billion. The
Medicaid statutory cap for the 57 counties outside of New York City is $2.25 billion.; and

WHEREAS, Starting in the State of New York’s FY2014 budget, New York began sharing these
federal ACA savings directly with counties. The savings for a year were provided by lowering the weekly
payments each county and NYC make to the state to support the State’s Medicaid program. Through
February 1, 2023, the state continues to share the federal savings from the ACA eFMAP with the 57
counties and NYC; and

WHEREAS, The County Executive and the Legislature of the County of Rockland strongly disagree
with the necessity to cut county funding so deeply when the Governor’s budget proposes to fully fund its
own reserves two years ahead of schedule by depositing $5.4 billion into reserves before the end of NYS
